Additional DEPARTURE TAX (currently USD 20 per
person) is payable on all flights departing from Maun or
Kasane.

Landing fees applicable at 3rd party airstrips.

All transfer rates are subject to fuel price surcharges and
government fee increases. All prices are subject to
change.

Private plane charter rates are available on request.
Kasane ‘Seat-in-Plane’ scheduled flights arrive around
10:30 am and depart around 11:00 am (subject to
change). Guests unable to coincide with these times will
require a private charter. Morning activities may be
forfeited.

‘Seat-in-Plane’ rates cannot be confirmed if booked
within 48 hours of travel.

Shinde and Shinde Footsteps are serviced by the same
airstrip (Shinde).

All flights into and out of Maun will be scheduled around
the times of international flights.

Guests must be aware that they may, on occasion, make
up to three stops before arriving at their destination.
Should guests wish to dictate their flight times or reduce
stops along the way, a private charter is required.

Flight times are communicated the afternoon prior to
the flight.

No hard suitcases and no bags with frames can be transported.

Max. dimensions of soft bags are: 25cm (10in) wide / 30cm (12in) high / 65cm (26in) long.
Excess luggage can be transferred from Maun to Kasane (or vice versa) by courier at the cost of
USD 65 per bag, up to 40 kg (88 Ib) (subject to change). This excess luggage feeis charged on
confirmation.

For trips starting and ending in Maun, large suitcases can be stored free of charge at the Ker &
Downey Botswana Maun office.
